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Here one of the world's most
famous mosaics, the 5th century
map of Palestine, was found.

Alpha

Capital of Ammonite kingdom.
Here Uriah, Bathsheba's husband,
was killed in battle.  A Hellenistic
city of the Decapolis renamed
Philadelphia, it became an important
Roman center
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Former stronghold of the
Assassins, it was conquered
first by the Crusaders and
later by the Mamelukes.

Here Jeroboam erected a golden calf. Originally a pagan
city, it was here that
Jesus visited with
his disciples and
where Peter identified
Jesus as a Messiah.

Ancient Canaanite and
Phoenician port.  Capital
of Crusader kingdom
a f t e r  t h e  f a l l  o f
Jerusalem.  Important
Turkish port-city that
withstood a siege by
Napoleon.

Traditional site
of Jesus'  Sermon
on the  Mount
(Mathew 5:1-12).

I m p o r t a n t
Canaanite city
destroyed by
Joshua. One
of Solomon's
chariot cites.

Largest lake in the Holyland, much of Jesus'
ministry took place along its northern shore.
Here Jesus walked on the water.

Site where Jesus healed the
blind man and fed the 5000.
Also residence† of Simon,
Andrew and Phillip.

Th r i v i ng† t own
where Jesus lived
during his Galilean
ministry.††Today the
ruins of a beautiful
synagogue are found
here.

A 5th century  Byzantine basilica houses
a mosaic of the Loaves and Fishes,
symbolizing the miracle Jesus performed
when he fed the thousands who came
to hear him preach. (Mathew 14:16-20).

Site where Jesus healed a
possessed man whose demon
joined a herd of swine that
drowned in the sea.

Home of Mary Magdalene.

Town named after
the Roman emperor
Tiberius.

Site where Jesus performed the miracle
of changing water into wine.

Where the Jordan River leaves the Sea
of Galilee.
Here countless pilgrims immerse
themselves in the holy water of the river.

Galilean home of Joachin and
Anna, and birthplace of Mary.

Ancient Greek city, with ruins of
Roman bath houses, a Roman theater
and a 4th century synagogue.

City captured by Crusaders in 1100,
and  later by the Turks.
Was once a large ship-building
center and is now an important port.

Site of the Annunciation,
commemorated by a
church.  Here Jesus spent
mos t  o f  h i s  you th .

Here Elijah confronted
the prophets of Baal.

Ancient town where
Jesus raised the widow's
son to life.

Traditional Mount of transfiguration,
commemorated by a beautiful bascilica.
Here Deborah and Barak comanded the
armies of Israel.

A fortified city of great strategic
importance, located on Via
Maris, it has been a battle
field throughout the ages.
Ahaziah was slain here Jehu
& Josiah fell here in battle.

Traditional home of Elizabeth and
birthplace of John the Baptist.

Home of Lazarus, Mary
and Martha.  Here Jesus
raised Lazarus from the
dead, commemorated
today by a church.

Burial place of Rachel.
Birthplace of Jesus,
commemorated by
the Church of the
Nativity, the oldest
church in the world
which is still in use.

Traditional site
of the angel's
message to the
shepherds when
Jesus was born.

Abraham , Sarah, Isaac,
Rebecca, Jacob and Leah are
buried in a cave here.  It was
David's capital for 7 years.

Site where Jesus appeared
after his Resurrection
to 2 of his deciples.

Important Canaanite and Philistine
city on Via Maris.  Philip preached
here after baptizing the Ethiopian.

One of the five Philistine city-
states associated with Samson
and with the wandering of the
Holy Ark. Birthplace of Herod.

A n c i e n t  c i t y  i n  J u d a h .
Destroyed by Nabuchadnezzar

One of the five Philistine
city-states.  Here Samson
was imprisoned.
Here David found refuge
from Saul.  Finally conquered
and destroyed by k ing
Uzziah.

Ancient
Phoenician port.

A Crusader fortress
overlooking the
Jordan River.

Important ancient
city. Impressive ruins,
including a Roman
amphitheater are
found here.

Saul and his sons were
killed here during the
battle between the Israelites
and Philistines.

Built by Herod the Great in honor
of Caesar.  Cornelius was baptized
here by Peter and it was here that
Paul was brought to trial.  It was an
important Crusader city until it was
destroyed by the Mamelukes in 1291.

Joshua built here an altar.

This was the religious center of
Canaan, where the Tabernacle
and Ark were kept before the
First Temple was built.

Paul was brought here on the
way  to Caesarea for trial
before the Roman procurator.

Anc ient  Egypt ian and
Canaanite city, considered
world's oldest port.  From
here Jonah sailed for Tarshish,
but was swallowed by the
large fish.  Home of Tabitha
(resurrected by Peter) and
Simon the Tanner in whose
house Peter lodged and had
his vision. A church is built in the desert on

the site where Jesus spent 40 days
and where he was tempted by
Satan.

Considered the oldest and lowest city
on earth, it was the first Canaanite town
conquered and destroyed by Joshua when
the wall fell at the sound of his trumpets.

Site of a monastery inhabited
by Essenes where, in 1947, the
Dead Sea Scrolls were found.

City holy to Jews, Christians and Moslems.†This
was the capital of both David and Solomon and site
of both the First and Second Temples.†Located here
are the Via Dolorosa where Jesus was led to his
death and the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, site
of Jesus' Crucifiction,†Resurrection and Ascension.

One of the Greek cities of the
Decapol is,  many of  whose
inhabitants followed Jesus.  Well-
preserved Roman ruins gave it
the name of "Pompeii of Palestine".
